Weapons Check: 
Friday 18th November, 18:00-20:30, at venue. All Fencing Central fencers need to 
arrange for their gear to be checked at this time.

Saturday 19th November, 08:30, at venue. Men's Foil weapons check, with high priority 
to out of towners, followed by Women's Epee.

Sunday 20th November, 08:30, at venue. Men's Epee weapons check, with high priority 
to out of towners, followed by Women's Foil.

Please insure you are getting your gear checked as early as possible, preferably the 
day before it is needed. There will be weapons check staff at the venue during each 
event.

Gear Requirements:
Whites: minimum of 350N Jacket, Breeches, Mask, with 800N plastron

Blades: FIE Foil and Epee blades, S2000 or later Sabre blades

Clear Visors: will not be accepted for epee or foil

Foil Masks: the new bibs are required, retro fits are accepted
