Competitions 5.1   National Secondary Schools – report to come 
5.2   National Championships Wellington – feedback was that it was a successful 
tournament, entries were up and an enjoyable event. 
5.3   Australian and OFC Team representation – a question was raised whether 
fencers who are neither citizens nor permanent residents of NZ could fence in the 
Australian Nationals and OFC Team events in the NZ team. Response from Australia 
that NZ affiliated fencers could fence in the team event. Mark to seek clarification 
from OFC. [Update post meeting is that the OFC allow any NZ affiliated fencer to 
fence in the NZ team – although this rule may change at the next AGM.] 
5.4   Nominations for Asia and World Junior / Cadets 2020 to be opened. The 
Board agreed that the development of teams is a priority. Agreed to use existing 
selection criteria – but recognised that only a few fencers have achieved the 
required standards using a strict interpretation of the selection criteria. Agreed to 
allow Selectors to consider top 10 ranked fencers who are available for selection 
and who meet a good portion of the selection criteria.
