- Selection for World and Asian events — the FIE have yet to confirm their
Calendar and health and safety and fairness for participants is still a
concern. FeNZ will open nominations for the international selection events
once dates and venues have been confirmed, with a review in January.

- Selections for 2022 events and Commonwealth Fencing — the Selection
Criteria allows Selectors to take into account the lack of international
qualification events. They will not expect attendance at international
events until there is free travel without quarantine between Australia and
New Zealand. Amanda to draft an announcement to clarify this.
